3) Kickback (keycard ask with diamonds trump). 

4) 1 (or 4) keycards. 

5) Shows interest in 7♦  (or rarely, 6NT) – asking about kings (usually shows all the keycards and 

♦ Q). 

6) Accepting the invitation based on an ideal club holding and a maximum for a balanced hand 

not strong enough for a 14-16 1NT opening.     

7) Much happier to play the grand slam in our agreed suit.
